	blackmail
	the crime of demanding money from a person by threatening to tell somebody else a secret about them



	burglary
	the crime of entering a building illegally and stealing things from it


	courtroom
	a room in which trials or other legal cases are held

	kidnapping
	to take somebody away illegally and keep them as a prisoner, especially in order to get money or something else for returning them

	judge
	a person in a court who has the authority to decide how criminals should be punished or to make legal decisions

	jury
	a group of members of the public who listen to the facts of a case in a court and decide whether or not somebody is guilty of a crime

	lawyer
	a person who is trained and qualified to advise people about the law and to represent them in court, and to write legal documents

	mugging
	the crime of attacking somebody violently, or threatening to do so, in order to steal their money, especially in a public place

	robbery
	the crime of stealing money or goods from a bank, shop/store, person, etc, especially using violence or threats

	sentence
	the punishment given by a court

	shoplifting
	the crime of stealing goods from a shop/store by deliberately leaving without paying for them

	trial
	a formal examination of evidence in court by a judge and often a jury, to decide if somebody accused of a crime is guilty or not
